A variety of short-term

and long-term services and solutions

were made available to homeless resi-

dents of Anne Arundel County in one

central location. Both children and

adults were able to access transportation,

medical, housing, and job assistance, as

well as persona hygiene and quality of

life resources. Participating agencies

included the Department of Social Ser-

vices which organized the event, Depart-

ment of Motor Vehicles, Department of

Health, and other health care providers.

Numerous other shelters, non-profits,

and faith-based organizations providing a variety of services
for the homeless were also present. Glen Burnie High School
generously made space available and the AA County Dept. of
Aging and Disabilities provided buses and drivers to bring
clientsto this event.

Over 300 volunteers made the event a success by helping
with setup, managing donations of food, goods, and money as
well as registering and guiding clients to services the day of
the event. The Volunteer Center For Anne Arundel County
worked closely with the Anne Arundel County Department of
Socia Services by providing aweb portal and assisting with
client and volunteer management before and on the day of the

event.

Volunteers enthusiastically reported feeling they made a
worthwhile contribution and were truly appreciated by those
who sought services. One volunteer stated: “I loved being a
conduit between people who knew what they needed and
people who knew how to meet them.... Everyone had a

voice.”

RAPY FS has a dedicated staff of master’s degree level counselors

who are determined to make dramatic changes in the lives of the

children, adolescents, and families they serve, and address a vari-

ety of different issues to many different groups. The agency clini-

cians provide coordination of treatment with , and referral to

many state and local agencies, e.g., the Department of Social Services and the
Department of Juvenile Services. Presently, RAPY FS receives funding from
individual donations, private foundations, corporate donations, and state
(through the Local Management Board) and local governments.
